REFLECTION é
Isaiah 5:1-7 Philippians 4:6-9 Matthew 21:33-43

In the First Reading, Isaiah describes God as the owner of a beautiful vineyard that has been carefully tended. The
owner does everything possible to produce a healthy crop of grapes. But he ends up with sour, wild grapes. The
prophet warns the inhabitants of Jerusalem and Judah that they, the vine, will be abandoned (rejected) by God. In the
Gospel we hear about 'the Parable of the Wicked Tenants.' It is not difficult to see that the owner of the vineyard is
God. The wicked tenants are those who exercise moral authority: the chief priests and the elders. The tenants seize,
beat, stone and even kill them all. The obvious meaning of the parable is completed by the rejection of the tenants
and the giving of the vineyard to those who are prepared to work in the vineyard to produce good fruit. The chief
priests and the elders fully understand that the parable is attacking them. In the Second Reading St. Paul exhorts the
Philippians who have produced fruits that correspond to the Gospel. They don’t need to have anxieties for the God of
peace will be with them.
