1 Samuel 26: 2, 7-9, 12-13, 22-23 Psalm 103: 1-13 Luke 6: 27-38

19" — 20" February 2022

The story of David and Saul in today’s First Reading functions almost like a parable. Showing mercy to his deadly foe,
David gives a concrete example of what Jesus expects to become a way of life for His disciples. The new law Jesus
gives in today’s Gospel would have us all become “Davids”—loving our enemies, doing good to those who would
harm us, extending a line of credit to those who won'’t ever repay us. The Old Law required only that the Israelites love
their fellow countrymen. The new law Jesus brings makes us kin to every man and woman. His kingdom isn’t one of
tribe or nationality. It's a family. As followers of Jesus, we’re to live as He lived among us—as “children of the Most
High.” As sons and daughters, we want to walk in the ways of our heavenly Father, to “be merciful, just as your Father
is merciful.” Grateful for His mercy, we’re called to forgive others their trespasses because God has forgiven ours.
