| embrace You as if You were already there and
unite myself wholly to You.

Never permit me to be separated from You. AMEN.

Did You Know? Red is the colour of fire and blood.
Liturgically, it is used to symbolize the fire of the Holy
Spirit (as at Pentecost) and the blood of martyrs. At
Holy Mass on Sunday, Fr Naz will wear red to
symbolise the blood of the martyrs Ss Peter and Paul.
